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Dear friends,  
 
You might remember the first Sunday 
of the reopening of our gathering 
service since the lockdown or your first 
service after reopening. Or you might 
hear what it was like from your friends 
as you may still be isolated in your 
home or in another place.  
 
I was privileged to be at the first reopening services in all 
three churches and I still remember that special 
atmosphere.   
 
Now with many strange ways of the new normal in our 
gathering services, it seems that I am gradually finding a 
way to get back to the similar form of the ‘normal’ in my 
ministry.  
 
On Wednesdays (9:30-10:00am) I go to Sacred Space, 
which is a meditative prayer group at Brentwood URC. We 
do the same responsive prayer at the beginning and the 
end every week with different readings of the Bible 
passages and Psalms. The highlight is the time of silence 
for twenty minutes. There is a little noise from outside, but 
it is indeed a time of silence with meditation and reflection 
between God and myself. It is not easy to be silent for 
twenty minutes but much easier to be silent within a group. 
Sometimes one word from the Bible reading may catch my 
mind for twenty minutes, and at other times I am 
unconsciously writing my sermon for the coming Sunday. 
Quite often I get very important insights from this time and 
sometimes I am able to be relaxed, and an unexplainable 
peace overwhelms my soul. I cannot tell of all my

experiences here, but it has become a precious time for 
my ministry.   
 
On Tuesdays (1:30-3:00pm), we have URUS, a toddler 
group at Ingatestone URC. Our little team has bravely 
restarted from 8th September. We had to reduce the 
numbers attending by ten families to respect the social 
distance. Whether this discouraged them or not I do not 
know but we had just one family who wondered if they 
were the eleventh. Despite the number, it was a good that 
we restarted this for the community. To me it used to be 
time of prayer while I played with kids, talked with mums 
and serving tea and coffee with the hope that they might 
know the love of Christ one day in their lives. It was nice to 
talk and play with the kids. Sadly, because of the new 
restrictions from 14th September, we have had to cancel 
the group until the situation gets better, but we are ready 
to recommence whenever we can, and I am looking 
forward to it.  
 
I think it was my first experience to have an outdoor 
service in my pastorate when on 13th September Billericay 
URC had a Harvest Service at Peter Brierley’s Farm. The 
weather was lovely and it was so nice to gather together 
and sing hymns with clear social distancing and to pray 
with wide opened eyes. In addition, having the first 
communion since lockdown in God’s wonderful nature, 
with a different format because of the safety, I was 
touched by the love of God as well as our love to each 
other in our careful approach to take this holy sacrament 
together.  
 
Now I am beginning to think about Christmas, which is 
very challenging to plan with the immediate future being so 
uncertain. However, there is no limitation to ringing bells 
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with the announcement of the Good News of the birth of 
Jesus, Emmanuel. With the Nativity, Carols and Candle 
Lights it would be much more special to celebrate the light 
when we are deeply emerged into dark places. Despite the 
restrictions and the continuous threat from the virus, the 
light of Jesus will shine upon all the earth and we will 
overcome it together as the light guides us and strengthen 
us. 
 
With this times of restarting of our ‘new normal’, Psalm 84 
has been a great gift to me. This Psalm reminds us that 
God is everywhere, even when we are in the valley and in 
the middle of our pilgrimage. God is with us when we are 
isolated, when we are struggling, and in difficulties, 
because He is our strength, in whom we can put our trust. 
At the same time, it shows us how special to be in God’s 
dwelling place, deriving the desire to gather again: ‘How 
lovely is your dwelling place, Lord Almighty!’  
 
In Acts 2:46, the first group of Christians continued to meet 
together in the temple courts every day. They broke bread 
in their homes and ate together with glad and generous 
hearts, praising God and having the goodwill of all the 
people. I could imagine that their every step toward the 
gathering place must have been full of excitement, joy and 
love. It wasn’t a religious duty or obligation, but a natural 
pattern of life, full of gladness in Christ.   
 
We are in a very strange position at the moment and, 
unless you have concerns about your health and safety, I 
do respectfully encourage all of us to make a great effort to 
safely gather together to share the love of Christ among 
us.

CHURCH SECRETARY NEWS 
 

The elders continue to meet regularly by zoom. Since we 
started, at the beginning of August, to hold Sunday 
worship in the church building some of the elders have 
taken turns in leading the worship.  The COVID restrictions 
mean we all need to wear masks (except the leader), we 
may not sing, we may not distribute orders of service or 
hymn books or take up the collection. There is now a 
collection box at the door upstairs and I take it home 
afterwards and wait 72 hours before counting it. The large 
TV screens which we agreed on last Autumn were finally 
put up during August so, with the use of a lap top, worship 
leaders can now put the words of the hymns on the 
screens.   Of course, Barnabas has long used a screen 
and most imaginatively too, but the rest of us worship 
leaders have to learn a new skill.   Gabrielle is now 
beginning to invite some of our visiting preachers to return, 
if they feel they can cope with the current arrangements.  
We hope more of our congregation will also feel able to 
return. 

 
The elders circulated a questionnaire to the church 
community about the time of our Sunday worship and 
whether it should be changed.   They look forward to 
considering the results. 
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Most of our hirers are gradually returning.  The Gamblers 
Anonymous returned first and then, at the beginning of 
September, the Dance School resumed under very strict 
new conditions.  The elders have been very impressed by 
the careful approach of both organisations.  The Brownies 
hope to return soon.   The recorder group, as a blowing 
group, is not allowed to function in the small space of the 
William Hunter Room.  The Lunch Club and Coffee Shop 
cannot meet as yet. 

 
Sacred Space has continued to meet weekly since early 
July – the small numbers mean it is easy to keep the 
distance.  However, Knitters and the Monday Guild cannot 
meet yet. 
 
Peter and Jenny Mayo are continuing to take care of our 
building.   They have also been acting as our advisers on 
COVID and the changing rules we need to obey.   The 
elders are extremely grateful to them for what they do. 
 
It is a year since Steve Burns’ sudden death and we miss 
him very much.  His family have made a very generous 
donation to the church to mark this first anniversary.
